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The Oklahoma Institute for Child Advocacy’s mission is to provide children of Oklahoma with healthier
environments, proper education and more opportunities. As a part of that mission, OICA advocates for
the education of teenagers about the effects and consequences of teen pregnancy, so young men and
women in Oklahoma have the information to make smarter choices. Funding from the government
allows these programs backed by OICA to teach children of Oklahoma this material.

President Donald Trump has cut over $200 million of funding to teen pregnancy prevention programs
that will go into effect in June 2018. The United States has hit a record low last year for teenage birth
rates. A new program which gave $89 million a year to 81 different organizations took effect in 2010
and was renewed in 2015 for another five years. Because of this dramatic increase in the budget cut,
the funding will now end in June 2018, not 2020. This abrupt funding cut at a time when teen
pregnancy is so low has been called “highly unusual” by Senate Health Committee Democrats since
Congress has yet to even vote on the 2018 appropriations bill. Legislators will have to figure out the
budget by September 30, or they could make a short-term resolution and hold the final vote in
December.

The United States’ teen pregnancy rates have been declining since the peak in 1990 and reached a
historic low in 2016. Although the U.S. has reached an all-time low, our rates are still above all

developing countries.
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The Oklahoma Institute for Children Advocacy advocated to put into effect many programs to help
decrease the annual teen birth rate. The rate has decreased one-third between 2005 and 2015, but
Oklahoma still ranks among states with highest teen birth rates.

* 4,434 births to teens 19 and younger in 2015

* 9% decrease from the teen birth rate in 2014

OICA has created a program called Healthy Teens OK that works to educate teenagers and prevent
teen pregnancy. They provide data, program resources and information about programs in Oklahoma
that are proven to reduce teen pregnancy. Their goal is to ensure young people have the opportunity to
succeed in their lives. Reducing teen pregnancy will:

« Create healthy and stable families

* Reduce poverty

« Increase school readiness, graduation rates, and college attendance

« Expand a skilled workforce
This budget cut of teen pregnancy programs has the potential to directly affect women'’s health,
education, and ability to live a steady life. Once the assistance is taken away from these programs, the
number of teen birth rates is likely to increase. OICA’s mission is “creating awareness, taking action
and supporting policy to improve the health, safety, and well-being of Oklahoma'’s children.” Without the
support of the government's financial assistance, OICA will not be able to carry out the promise of their

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INTRODUCTION

Did you know?

- In the US, about 750,000 women under the age of 20 become pregnant every year,
meaning that about 750,000 men are also involved in teen pregnancies.

- 8 out of 10 teen dads don’t marry the mother of their child.

- Absent fathers pay less than $800 annually for child support.

- Children who don't live with their fathers are 5 times more likely to be poverty-stricken
than children with both parents at home.

- An unmarried father has rights and responsibilities concerning custody, visitation, and
child support. However, an unmarried father needs to take legal action to obtain these
rights and responsibilities and must sign an Acknowledgement of Paternity form.

- Young fathers are more likely to have economic and employment challenges and are
more often economically disadvantaged than adult fathers.

- Teen fatherhood appears to be associated with negative consequences, both for the father
and child, that are similar to those observed among teen mothers.

- Despite the stereotypes, there is increasing evidence that teen fathers want to be (and are)
involved with their children, though this involvement may not always include financial
